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 Coho, now that’s a different situation, they are where they are and they do move 

more readily then the Chinook. So looking for them is great fun and some far away 

places like Calvert Island produces a good abundance every season. 

I say Fish them both, do Calvert in the morning, weather and fog permitting and the 

Inlet in the afternoon /evening. 

 For those that want to catch a less then fully energized Salmon, we have the ability 

to fish the Head of Rivers Inlet. Any day our guests want to make the run we’re 

happy to supply them with all the help we can. 

Using good common sense a fisher can move and fish in many areas, remembering 

more travel means less fishing. At Black Gold we have two main concerns for our 

guests.
